Viterbo is here to help.
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Viterbo offers academic merit scholarships, plus additional competitive scholarships for some areas
of study, performing arts, and athletics, as well as need-based financial aid.

ACADEMIC MERIT SCHOLARSHIPS

Admitted freshmen are considered for these academic merit scholarships based on their academic
marks—in particular, cumulative high school GPA and test scores. Admitted students have until
March 1 to submitimproved test scores or transcripts to attempt to increase their academic
scholarship. Students living off campus will have awards reduced by $2,000. These awards are
renewable and are meant to be annual awards for four years, provided that students remain in good
academic standing at Viterbo.

To ensure consideration for
all financial aid options, complete the FAFSA and any additional required documentation prior to
Viterbo’s priority date of Feb. 1, 2019.
